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DID YOU KNOW?

THE GRIM REALITY
In the United States, from 2004 through 2006, 15,470 people were killed and 336,000 were injured in crashes involving at least one large truck. During the same period, 1,242,000 large trucks were involved in crashes. Based on the 2006 Large Truck Crash Causation Study, it is likely that more than 70 percent of the deaths and injuries resulting from these crashes were multi-vehicle crashes with passenger vehicles.
Nearly one-quarter of occupant deaths in passenger vehicles involved in multi-vehicle collisions were the result of crashes involving large trucks. (Insurance Institute for Highway Safety)
In 2007, 4,808 people died in large truck crashes and 322 in bus crashes.
In large truck crashes where one or more deaths result from the crash, 88 percent of the time it is attributable to driver error by either the car or truck driver. 
DRIVER BEHAVIOR
When driving on the highway, motorists are at a serious disadvantage if involved in a crash with a larger vehicle. In crashes involving large trucks, the occupants of a car, usually the driver, sustain 78 percent of reported fatalities. In order to keep you and your family safe when driving around large trucks and buses, you should be extra cautious. Sharing the road with larger vehicles can be dangerous if you are not aware of their limitations.
Surveys indicate that many highway motorists are intimidated by the mere size of a truck or bus. When you combine this perception with a highway crash and the resulting roadway congestion, the public image of the motor carrier industry takes a beating no matter who caused the crash. By driving safely to prevent crashes, you can improve that image and save time, money, and, most importantly, lives.
TEENS AND TRUCKS
Road traffic injuries are the leading cause of death worldwide among young people aged 10-24 years. Each year nearly 400,000 people under 25 die on the world’s roads – on average more than 1,000 a day. (World Health Organization)
THE PRICE WE ALL PAY
The annual death toll from large truck-related crashes is the equivalent of twenty-six 737 airplane crashes every year.
The large number of truck-related deaths and injuries carries an enormous personal and financial price tag. The costs of large truck crashes in a year exceed $19 billion. (Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration)
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
