¢ The wireless communication systems with GPS tracking provided a positive return on investment for
all four test scenarios and also provided the base for security benefits with the other tested technolo-
gies providing incremental gains.

* The tested technologies showed the capability to significantly reduce the vulnerability of hazardous
materials transportation with the greatest reductions shown for preventing theft.

As demonstrated, these technologies promise to enhance security as well as operational efficiencies
and potentially — safety. It should be noted that technology alone is not the complete answer to HAZ-
MAT trucking security. Technology along with sound security practices and supported by ongoing pub-
lic and private outreach, training and security programs are needed to meet a constantly present threat.
